Belcher records his sailing through Wellington 

Channel and discovery of Exmouth and North Cornwall Islands and 

the Belcher Channel leading to Jones Sound. Also described is the 

meeting and rescue of Commdr. Robert McClure of the Investigator 

on northern Banks Island by the western arm of the expedition under 

Henry Kellett.

states that this book was written entirely from memory while he was 

confined to a lonely cabin in the winter of 1887-88 although this is 

probably not the case given the immense amount of information he 

contributes. He also has provided a good many pages with interesting 

or amusing anecdotes from the time of the Gold Rush. ñThe author 

shipped to California from New Bedford in the clipper ship America 

on April 1, 1849, and arrived in San Francisco on September 20. 

Thereafter, the Argonauté mined at Oregon Ravine, El Dorado 

Countyé Haskins is best known for the Pioneer Index, a list of 

35,000 pioneers who had arrived in California by December 31, 

1849ò (Kurutz).

This 

expedition was privately financed in 1829 and Ross set out in the 

small paddle-steamer Victory with his nephew as second-in-

command. It resulted in the discovery of King William Sound, the 

extensive survey of Boothia Peninsula, and the discovery of the 

Magnetic pole. The dietary importance of fresh meat and oil in the 

particular climate were first ascertained on this voyage so that all but 

3 men survived four winters in the Arctic and the loss of their ship.
