The Fire Patrol was underwritten by the various insurance companies 

doing business in San Francisco. The original photograph offered 

here includes portraits of Superintendent Russell White (head of the 

Fire Patrol until his death in 1893) and his senior Lieutenants, 

Charles H. OôKell and J. F. O. Comstock.
